Take the no. 14 tram (direction CERN) from Jardin Alpin (5 minutes on foot from the hotel) – it only takes 5 minutes and a free transport ticket can be asked at the Hotel.

From NH Hotel to City Centre
Take tram no. 14 (direction P+R Bernex) or the 18 (direction Carouge) from Jardin Alpin (5 minutes on foot from the hotel). They both go to the city centre via Gare Cornavin railway station. It takes about 15 minutes and costs 3 CHF (buy your ticket at the stop before boarding).

Swiss Francs is the Swiss Currency. Bank notes are in 10, 20, 50, 100, 200, and 1000 CHF and coins in 0.05, 0.10, 0.20, 0.50, 1, 2, 5 CHF. Currently, it has an exchange rate of approx. 1.20 CHF = 1 Euro
